Yard Waste Recycling: 
Residents of Summerset are now able to recycle yard waste at City Hall!  Items that are eligible for        

recycling in the yard waste container include:  

¶ Grass clippings 

¶ Tree branches UNDER 6’ LONG AND 4” IN DIAMETER ONLY 

¶ Organic yard materials (leaves, weeds, etc.) 

  

Please use only biodegradable paper yard waste bags.   

NO PLASTIC BAGS, LUMBER, OR PALLETS WILL BE ACCEPTED.   

 
Cardboard, Newspaper and Yard Waste 

Recycling are all now available at City 

Hall.  All other recyclable items can be

Transient Vendors: 
Many transient vendors begin selling products and services starting in the Spring.  Every year, the City of 

Summerset receives several complaints about transient vendors, so we would like to advise residents to 

take common-sense steps to ensure vendors are reputable before doing business with them.   

 

If you’re considering hiring a person to provide repair or construction services, here are some tips: 

¶ Ask for a price quote, in advance, in writing.  

¶ Question the contractor about a permanent address and telephone number, and don’t assume that if 
the information they provide is local, they’re a local business. Transient vendors often have business 

cards printed with local mailing services or motel addresses and telephone numbers.  

¶ Ask for a list of local references and check them before making a decision. 

¶ Ask if the contractor has worker’s compensation and general liability insurance. If vendors are not 
properly insured, homeowners may be liable for accidents that occur on their property. 

¶ Be careful about paying for work in advance; before making final payments, make sure transient     

vendors have paid their local suppliers or you may be held 

liable for unpaid materials.  

¶ Make sure you’re completely satisfied with the work   
before paying the bill, and don’t pay more for the job than 

originally quoted unless you’ve given written approval for 

the additional work or cost.

Comprehensive Plan Update: 
Black Hills Council of Local Governments (BHCLG) cancelled their April 12 meeting content delivery due to technical difficulties       

associated with a Windows 10 software update and its interface with ESRI’s Governmental Information System mapping program.     

During the April 26th meeting transportation, public infrastructure, and parks and recreation content was 

discussed.  BHCLG is hoping to present a draft plan sometime in May for Planning and Zoning review.  A 

public meeting  will be held for P & Z to review this draft plan before recommending to the Board of 

Commissioners.  As always, please feel welcome to attend any of these meetings. Involvement and input 

is always appreciated. 

 

 

 
Planned Development Update: 
Ordinance Revisions: Planning and Zoning met April 12th and worked through an evaluation of permits identified in the Rapid City 

Infrastructure Design Criteria Manual and whether the same permits are needed here in Summerset.  Recommendations from HDR  

Engineering on these permits was used to help guide P & Z’s process.  Changes were made to the draft Summerset IDCM reflecting       

P & Z’s suggestions.  These changes will be reviewed before moving on to the Storm Water Quality  

Manual, Zoning Ordinance review and the General Municipal Code as it relates to planned             

development.   

 

Residential and Commercial Development Updates:  

¶ Sun Valley Estates Lots 214-241-Sewer and water mains are just about complete on Jasper 

Court.  Powles land development will begin coordinating public utilities, asphalt and curb and 

gutter next, before shifting attention to Glenwood and Steamboat Court development. 

¶ Steamboat Lane and Steamboat Court signage reflecting the new street  names have been 

installed.  Thank you for understanding the need for a change! 

¶ AMD Distribution has just about completed their second 

10,000 square foot warehousing facility on Constitution in      

Summerset USA.  Following the building completion AMD will be 

finishing the parking and loading areas and landscaping.  

¶ RCS Investments is well underway on Phase I of the Multi-

Family Residential Apartments on Independence Street.  This 

phase will include 24 apartments and  one garage building.  Four 

BHP lights were also added to Independence and Liberty Street. 

 

Parks Update: 
Landscaping and irrigation at Leisure Lane will be focused on this   

Summer.  The relocating of the severe weather siren to the lift  station 

lot off of Recreation Drive is also planned, this location is more          

appropriately centralized for all area residents. The siren has a 1.5 mile 

distance and will now overlap with the Anderson Rd and wastewater 

treatment plant siren locations.   
Steamboat Park will be using the Wellmark Grant award to install a 

gazebo at the park this summer.  We also are also planning for an  

Arbor Day celebration there on May 9th from 9:00– 10:30

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Click It or Ticket!  
When worn properly, seat belts are your best protection against injury in a crash.  That’s why 49 

states and the District of Columbia have laws requiring people riding in cars to wear seat belts.  

Only New Hampshire lacks a seat belt law.  More than 90 percent of Americans wear seat belts, 

and the few who don’t are vulnerable.  More than half of vehicle occupants killed in 2012 were not 

wearing one (Injury Facts 2014).  For 13-24 year olds, seat belt use is significantly lower than  other 

age groups.  Unfortunately, teens and young adults also have a higher risk of crash due to driver 

inexperience and impaired driving.   

 
May 23rd is the start of the National Click It or Ticket Campaign.  Summerset Police Department, 

along with other Law Enforcement Agencies, will be doing enhanced enforcement of seatbelt and 

child restraint laws.

Chief ’s Corner 

The Myth:  If your car has airbags you don’t need a seatbelt.   
The Real Deal: The safest way to ride is buckled up, in a vehicle equipped with airbags.  Even without an airbag, you are safer 

buckled up, than you are with an airbag and not buckled up.   

The Myth:  Your seatbelt can hurt you in a crash.   
The Real Deal:  In a crash, everything in your car can cause you harm– your seat belt is one of the few things that can actually 

save you.   

The Myth:  Seat belts can trap you in a fire or underwater.   
The Real Deal:  Incidents involving fire or water account for 1/2 of 1 percent of all crashes.  But more importantly, you can’t 

escape such dangers unless you’re conscious.  Wearing a seat belt gives you a much greater chance of being conscious and        

able–bodied.   

The Myth:  Just being in a pickup truck makes you safer than everyone else.   
The Real Deal:  For SUV, pickup, and van occupants, seat belts reduce the risk of fatal injury to the driver and front seat      

passenger by 60 percent.   

The Myth:  If you’re not going far or traveling fast, seatbelts aren’t necessary.   
The Real Deal:  Seemingly routine trips can be deceptively dangerous.  Most fatal crashes happen within 25 miles from home and 

at speeds of less than 40 mph.   

The Myth:  It’s not as essential for guys to wear seatbelts; they’re much better drivers.   
The Real Deal:  Young men are most at risk.  Among passenger vehicle occupants, men ages 18-34, who were killed in fatal 

crashes, 65% were not buckled.

National Take Back Initiative: 
Prescription medications play an important role in the health of millions of Americans.  However, expired 

medications or unused drugs often stay in the back of cabinets for months or even years.  These expired 

drugs can pose significant health hazards to toddlers, teens, and even family pets who may inadvertently 

consume medications.  Some medications are so potent that even one dose could be fatal if accidentally 

ingested.  Throwing away certain medications in trash cans or flushing them down the toilet can be a safety 

and health hazard as well.   

 
Another important safety issue is misuse of prescription drugs.  Unfortunately, misuse of prescription drugs 

ranks second as the nation’s most commonly used illicit drug.  Studies show that more than 70 percent of 

people who first misuse prescription drugs get them from their friends, relatives, or simply take them    

without asking.  According to the 2013 National Survey on Drug Use and Health, 4.2 percent of Americans 

aged 12 or older engaged in nonmedical use of prescription pain relievers in the past year.   

 
Residents of Summerset can do their part and drop off unused or expired prescription drugs year round to 

the Summerset Police Department. Our blue drop box is located in the lobby of City Hall. Prescription 

drugs can be dropped off anytime during normal business hours at City Hall from 9-5 Monday through   

Friday.
