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Planning and Development Updates:  
 

Summerset Comprehensive Plan Draft Presentation and Public Hearings:  
Black Hills Council of Local Governments (BHCLG) presented an updated Summerset Comprehensive Plan draft to Planning and Zoning 

at the June 23rd public meeting. Suggestions received at the meeting have been incorporated into the draft plan and it is currently being 

reviewed by Planning and Zoning and Summerset Staff.  Once the finishing touches to the draft plan are complete BHCLG will schedule 

at least one public hearing to review the plan and take public input before submitting their recommendation on the Comprehensive Plan 

to the City Commission.  At that point, the City Commission will hold a public hearing and finally make motion on adoption of the plan.  

Following formal adoption by the City Commission the plan will be filed with the auditor and published in our legal newspaper. Twenty 

days later the plan will take effect.  We will keep you posted on the Planning and Zoning and City Commission Public Hearing dates.

Once we have a 

fully executed contract a pre-construction meeting will be scheduled with the con-

tractor and a Notice to Proceed will be given.  We expect both project to be com-

plete by November 18th.  Streets impacted by 2016 Street Maintenance will include 

Acadia and Townsend.  Homeowners impacted by the Sun Valley Drainage Im-

provements will be contacted by the contractor as they near the start date.

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Planning and Development Updates Continued:  
 

 
Public Sidewalk Installations  

 

Sidewalk installation have been contracted for Steamboat Park, Castlewood Drainage on 

Astoria and the Williston Gas Line Easement on Steamboat Road.  We have held off on the 

installations however.  To prevent damage to the new sidewalk at Steamboat Park we are 

waiting until the Steamboat Park Gazebo is complete.  We have approved the gazebo con-

tract and are waiting for materials to be fabricated and delivered.  We expect the gazebo to 

be installed sometime in August.  Sidewalks will follow. 

 

 

 
Zoning Ordinance Revision Requests  

 

Two requests for revision of Zoning Ordinance #2, Parking, Loading, and Stacking were considered by the Planning on 

Zoning Board on July 12th.  A recommendation regarding these revision requests was presented to the City Commission 

on July 21st.  Revision recommendation regarding RV and commercial parking in driveway follow: 

 
Ordinance 2, Section 2.28.040 Sec B ð Commercial vehicles may be parked on the driveway of a residence provided that 

the vehicle is parked so it does not block or encroach the sidewalk and must follow Ordinance 2.28.020.B.1 and Ordinance 

22 Section 22.05.07D. 

 
Ordinance 2, Section 2.28.040 Sec E1 ð May 1 to September 30 a recreational vehicle may be parked on the driveway of a 

residence provided that the vehicle is parked so that it does not block or encroach the sidewalk. And must follow Ordi-

nance 2.28.020.B.1 and Ordinance 22 Section 22.05.07D. 
 

Ordinance 2, Section 2.28.040 Sec E2 - Parking will be permitted for 72 hours in any seven day period on the driveway of a 

residence provided the vehicle does not encroach the sidewalk and must follow Ordinance 2.28.020.B.1 and Ordinance 22 

Section 22.05.07D. 

 
The request to add gravel as an approved hard surfaces was left un-

changed by Planning and Zoning. 

 
When the above recommendations were heard by the City Commis-

sion the Commission scheduled a public hearing to provide opportunity 

for public input before deciding on the recommendations.  The public 

hearing is scheduled for Thursday, August 18th at 7pm.   

 

We encourage community attendance and input on these proposed 

revision considerations.
